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Foreword — Vorwort — IIpeauciioBue

After a break of four years w can present the issue of IBPPR for the year 1997. The delay was
caused by problems with outdated software, which would not run anymore on new hardware.
We used the chance to start a complete remake that nevertheless only in part is reflected in this
issue. In the future, the bibliography will be composed within the broader frame of the “Vir-
tual Library of Eastern European History”, inaugurated by the Osteuropa-Institut, the Bavarian
State Library (Bayerische Staatsbibliothek) und the Herder-Institut in Marburg. The bibliogra-
phy will then be available in the Internet with dramatically improved actuality. The classifica-
tion system has been completely renewed and short information on important persons and
items has been added. The new software encompassed a new outlook of the bibliography.
Some shortcomings of this issue are due to the fact that it was completed before the start of the
“Virtual Library of Eastern European History”, scheduled for the autumn of 2002. In the first
hand, predominantly articles of journals are registered, to a lesser degree also monographs,
and least of all articles of collections. Additions to the previous issues have been omitted this
year. But from the end of 2002 onwards there will be updates of the bibliography on the Inter-
net pages of the Osteuropa-Institut (http://www.lrz-muenchen.de/~oeihist) with an increas-
ingly complete coverage of the subsequent years. The old data covering the years 1992 to
1996 will be continually added.

The actual issue comprises 378 titles from 73 journals. The titles are arranged according to the
following scheme:

Abstract

Nach vierjahriger Pause liegt endlich die Lieferung dieser Bibliographie fiir das Jahr 1997 vor.
Die Unterbrechung war vor allem durch Probleme mit der fritheren Software bedingt, die
hoffnungslos veraltet war und auf den neueren Computern schlielich gar nicht mehr lief. Die
Schwierigkeiten wurden zu einer grundlegenden Neukonzeption genutzt, die sich erst teilwei-
se in diesem Heft spiegelt. Kiinftig wird die Bibliographie im Rahmen des Fachinformations-
verbundes ,,Virtuelle Fachbibliothek zur Geschichte des 6stlichen Europa“ erstellt, an dem ne-
ben dem Osteuropa-Institut Miinchen vor allem die Bayerische Staatsbibliothek und das Her-
der-Institut in Marburg beteiligt sind. Dabei wird die Bibliographie auch im Internet verfiigbar
sein und die Aktualitdt wird drastisch erhoht werden. Fiir diesen Zweck wurde die sachliche
Systematik grundlegenden umgestaltet und um kurze Angaben zu wichtigen Sachbegriffen
und Personen erweitert. Die neue Software bedingt auch eine Verdnderung des Erscheinungs-
bildes der Titelaufnahmen.

Die Lieferung fiir das Jahr 1997 ist vor dem eigentlichen Start der Arbeit an der ,,Virtuellen
Fachbibliothek zur Geschichte des dstlichen Europa®, der fiir Herbst 2002 vorgesehen ist, fer-
tig gestellt worden. Sie trdgt daher einige offenkundige Méngel. Die wichtigsten sind, dass vor
allem Zeitschriftenaufsitze erfasst wurden, dagegen kaum Sammelbandbeitrage; die einschlé-
gigen Monographien wurden nicht systematisch recherchiert. Auch Ergdnzungen zu den vo-
rangegangen Berichtsjahren gibt es diesmal nicht. Ab Ende des Jahres 2002 werden sich aber
auf der Internetseite des Osteuropa-Instituts Miinchen (http://www.lrz-muenchen.de/~oeihist)
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laufende Aktualisierungen der Bibliographie finden, die dann auch die Folgejahre in zuneh-
mender Vollstindigkeit abdecken werden. Nach und nach sollen auch die alten, d.h. von 1992
bis 1996 erfassten Daten eingearbeitet werden.

Summary

Temple rings are a specific detail of the Slavic women's costume. The question of their place in the
structure of the women's costume of the studied epoch and the way of their wearing up to nowadays
remains a subject for discussion. In the modern archaeological science there dominates the point of
view according to which temple rings were worn either plaited into the hair or on a special leather
strap or a strip of fabric. Some of the researchers made suppositions about wearing of the temple rings
as ear-rings. In the written sources of ancient Russia also there is some information on the use of ear-
rings in the X-XIII cc. To get the objective proof of wearing of ear-rings in the ancient Russian epoch
we undertook a laboratory research of five fragments of "leather" with temple rings passed through
them from the excavations of the ancient Russian barrows conducted at the medical-criminalistic
department of the Laboratory of the Bureau of the Republican Center of judicial-medical expertise. As
a result there were established the form and regional origin of these objects. They had a distinctly
expressed anthropological origin and were the fragments of the mummyfield ear shells. Consequently,
the fact of the wearing of temple rings in ears is proved. Thus, temple rings were worn in various
ways, including the one where they were passed through ear shells actually serving as ear rings."

CERAMICS ORIENTAL IN MEDIEVAL MOSCOW (Experience of Systematization)

PART I. FAIENCE AND SEMI-FAIENCE

Summary

The study and systematization of archaeological finds of oriental ceramics from archaeological
excavations in Moscow have shown that a major part of these imports accounts for kashi ceramics (i.e.
faience and semi-faience) brought to Moscow from the Golden Horde Volga basin region where in the
fourteenth century the production of such pottery based on the samples from the Middle East and Near
East was available. A Khorezm origin of such ceramics is very unlikely. Practically all varieties of
kashi ceramics manufactured in the Golden Horde have been found in Moscow: ceramics with
polychromatic underglaze painting both with a relief modeling of the surface made by painting with
the help of liquid kashi and without it, as well as ceramics with monochromic underglaze and inglaze
painting ("Timuridskaya").

Glazed pottery from Iran appears in Moscow in the thirteenth- the fourteenth centuries, but the largest
volume of import falls on the sixteenth-the seventeenth centuries, one of the finds of the late Iranian
lustre ceramics comes from a closed complex dating to the end of the seventeenth-the beginning of the
eighteenth centuries, confirming the chronology of these ceramics established earlier with the help of
indirect data (A. Lane). Glazed ewers and plates with underglaze polychromatic painting from Turkey
were brought to Moscow in the sixteenth century.

Finds of oriental ceramics in Moscow is an indication of multilateral cultural, political and trade links
between Ancient Rus, the Moscow state and the Russian empire and the power of Chingizids, Iran and

Summary

The study and systematization of 300 archaeological finds of oriental ceramics from archaeological
excavations in Moscow have allowed to single out more that 50 various types and kinds of decorative
glazed and unglazed ceramics of the twelfth — the nineteenth centuries brought to Moscow from
Byzantium and the Black sea maritime region, the Golden Horde, Iran and Central Asia, Osman
Turkey, China. Fragments of Byzantine amphorae of the twelfth - the thirteenth centuries are the
earliest finds. Samples of Byzantinesque red-clay glazed ware (including "sgrafitto") of the thirteenth -
the fifteenth centuries is an indication of close trade and cultural links between Russia and the Crimea,
Constantinople, known from written sources. A lot of glazed Golden Horde ceramics produced in the
Volga region that date to the fourteenth century have been found. Glazed vessels from the Middle East
appear in Moscow in the thirteenth - the fourteenth centuries, Turkish ware appears in the sixteenth
century. Red-clay tobacco pipes came from various Black sea maritime region centers during the
eighteenth - the nineteenth centuries. Moscow occupies the first place among Rus cities as regards the
finds of Chinese ceramics (celadons, white and blue porcelain and polychromatic porcelain) brought
here in the thirteenth - the eighteenth centuries. Mercury vessels, a neck of a red-clay bottle with
underglaze red painting that imitates Chinese porcelain of the fourteenth - the fifteenth centuries with
copper-red painting and two finds of fragments of Ming porcelain with stamps of the emperor of
Ch'eng Hua which are the first finds of this sort in Rus are among the most interesting discoveries.
Oriental ceramics are concentrated on the territory of Moscow within the Kremlin and in ancient
towns closely surrounding it. In the fifteenth - the sixteenth centuries the amount of oriental ceramics
finds is reduced in number but the territory on which they are found becomes vaster.

ORIGIN AND CHRONOLOGY OF GLASSWARE OF MOSCOW IN THE 12th-14th CENTURIES
Summary

The identification of glassware origin is a necessary stage for the solution of various historical and
archaeological tasks, the issue of chronology being one of the most important. Using the methodology
offered by Y.L. Shchapova, the author identifies goods from Old Russian, Byzantine, Syrian, Venetian
and West European centers among glassware dating to the 12th-14th centuries and determines
possible limits within which they were used in Moscow of that time. Methods of statistics and a theory
of normal distribution were applied to massive finds, i.e. bracelets. It allowed to develop a
chronological scale for some bore pits in the Moscow Kremlin which were synchronized based on the
glass bracelets finds. The chronological scale gave a possibility to specify or even reconsider some
decisions on the origin of some goods made previously. The spread of glass bracelets from the
Armory allowed to reduce the stratum that the authors of the excavations date to the first half of the
13th century. The type of these decorations category suggests that it is possible that there existed
several sources of supplying bracelets to Moscow, in addition to Kiev.

FOOTWEAR METALLIC TOP-PIECES OF THE FIFTEENTH - SEVENTEENTH CENTURIES
(based in the excavations materials in Moscow)

Summary

The article is devoted to footwear metallic top-pieces collected during archaeological excavations on
Arbat street, llyinka street, Varvarka street (Gostinnyi dvor), Manezhnaya square. The authors analyze
the material on the basis of two groups of traits comparing them with each other: the form of the plate
and a means of its attachment to the heel. It allows to single out some tendencies in the development
of each category. Cut-in metallic top-pieces were made of three variants of the plate: a high and
narrow plate, a high and wide plate, a low and wide plate. Composite and stack metallic top-pieces
have a low and wide plate the size of which decreases over time. In subsequent periods metallic top-
pieces that covered only the back part of the heel predominated. Therefore, we observe a process of
metallic top-pieces unification that result in the predominance of one wide-spread variant.

In 1989 in Moscow there were discovered again the fragments of white stone graveslab with the
remains of inscriptions in German language. One of them is unique because it opens new
circumstances of Livonic war, the Russian politics of XVI c., the history of the Russian capital. The
monuments belonged to the burial of Kaspar von Elferfeldt, Licenciat of Law, Landdrost of
Petershagen (Germany). Licenciat was captured at Erms (Livonia) in 1558 as a member of the Council
of the Derpt bishop Hermann and transferred to Moscow. Here he was accepted at the court of loann
the Terrible and until the middle of the 1560s he served in oprichnina being the close advisor to the
tsar. After conflicts with other Livonians he got into disgrace and in 1571 died in prison during the
epidemy of plague. There have been collected many sources in this article which tell about the life of
Kaspar, the most well known are the memoirs of Henrich Staden. The graveslab of the Licenciat is
unique in design. On the common gravestone of the Moscow style there have been drawn German
inscription, paleographically close to decorative gothic style, and also the primitive image - the
"portait" of Kaspar. The discovery of the stone allows to precisely define the place of the most ancient
Moscow cemetery of foreigners.

CERAMICS ORIENTAL IN MEDIEVAL MOSCOW (Experience of Systematization)

PART I. FAIENCE AND SEMI-FAIENCE

Summary

The study and systematization of archaeological finds of oriental ceramics from archaeological
excavations in Moscow have shown that a major part of these imports accounts for kashi ceramics (i.e.
faience and semi-faience) brought to Moscow from the Golden Horde Volga basin region where in the
fourteenth century the production of such pottery based on the samples from the Middle East and Near
East was available. A Khorezm origin of such ceramics is very unlikely. Practically all varieties of
kashi ceramics manufactured in the Golden Horde have been found in Moscow: ceramics with
polychromatic underglaze painting both with a relief modeling of the surface made by painting with
the help of liquid kashi and without it, as well as ceramics with monochromic underglaze and inglaze
painting ("Timuridskaya").

ORIGIN AND CHRONOLOGY OF GLASSWARE OF MOSCOW IN THE 12th-14th CENTURIES

In the article there are presented the finds discovered during express-works of the Center for
Archaeological Researches of Moscow in the end of 1995-1996 (Kitai-Gorod), between Ilyinka and
Varvarka streets.

Summary

The hill-fort is located at a distance of one kilometer to the west of the village Moshini in the Kaluga
area on the right bank of the river Popolta. The site of the hill-fort (its total area is around 1000 m2) is
protected from the field side with a rampart and a moat. It is dated to the Early Iron Age, the Ancient
Rus Age and the Late Middle Ages. It was investigated by N.I. Bulychev in 1898 and T.N. Nikolskaya
in 1955 and LK. Frolov in 1974-1980. More than 800 m2 of the cultural layer up to 2.7 m thick were
uncovered. Remains of two constructions slightly sunk into the ground - a dwelling house and a
household building, several pits of household and production purpose, remains of the palings date
back to the Ancient Russian Age. The collection of the finds include various decorations, household
tools and weaponry that allow to date the Ancient Russian layer of the settlement to the turn of the
eleventh-twelfth to the second half of the thirteenth centuries. Three settlements located in the
neighborhood existed simultaneously with the hill-fort. A lack of any traces of dwelling houses on the
hill-fort, numerous finds of weapons and armor that were also made in a settlement adjacent to it,
availability of two large settlements (with a total area of more than two hectares) in the vicinity,
mentioning of the hill-fort in the written manuscripts of the fourteenth-the beginning of the sixteenth
century and other facts allow to suppose that the said settlement could perform a function of an
administrative and economic center of the area.

SUMMARY

The author undertakes to present the problem of the ancient Ukrainian-Polish ethnolanguage border in
the Przemysl Gate region on the base of personal names using the oldest records from the 14th and the
15th century. The territory of the ancient Ruthenian Palatinate (Sanok, Przemysl, Halicz and Lvov
lands) which belonged to Poland, was under the rule of Duke of Russia during the period 981-1340.
At that time the population was baptised. Therefore the Christian names of population were mainly
Slavonic-(Greek)-Ukrainian. For that reason Ukrainian first names prevailed there, though in Sanok
and Przemysl lands there were considerable numbers of Latin-Polish ones. On the other hand, nick-
names (sobriquets) with Polish features were five times more numerous than the Ukrai-nian ones.

The analysis shows that there was no sharp ethno-language Polish-Ukrainian border; there was a wide
mixed (transitional) zone in the Sanok and Przemysl lands. Polish elements were remarkable in the
whole zone. They were especially strong within the western part of the territory. This situation
resulted not only from possible migrations after 1340; undoubtedly it is a result of previous, ancient
relations. The analysis of Wanda Szulowska's anthroponymic material for Lvov and Halicz lands
shows that there were fewer Polish elements there which may mean that there was a mixed Polish-
Ukrainian zone in Sanok and Przemysl lands only.

The present paper is based on the author's book on peasant anthroponymy in Sanok and Przemysl
lands in the 15th century (Imiennictwo ludno?ci wiejskiej...). Here the author adds new comments to
the old ones and pays attention to various possibilities of interpretation of Christian names, nicknames
and word formation, taking into consideration the results of Szulowska's study on the anthroponymy
of Lvov and Halicz lands, which brings new important material to interpret the problems.

Conclusion

It has long been recognized that the growth of the army in the era of Ivan III and Vasilii I1I was a
driving force behind the elaboration of the chancellery system. However our understanding of
administrative development in this transitional era has been hampered by a lack of relevant evidence.
That some system of military record-keeping penetrated both court and countryside is reasonably sure,
but the character of that system has remained shrouded by the fact that no stand-alone military
registers come down to us. A careful examination of existing sources - Herberstein, the deployment
books, diplomatic records, chronicles, and the archival inventory of 1572 - provides much of the
information necessary to describe, albeit in a cursory fashion, the functioning of the military-
administrative system. The following table sums up what is known by solid evidence and by inference
about Muscovite military administration in the reigns of Ivan III and Vasilii III.

Herberstein plainly tells us that regular reviews of deti boiarskie were conducted around 1517.
Further, the deployment books and chronicles provide many oblique references to occasional reviews.
While the texts drafted at these reviews do not come down to us, references to muster rolls of various
sorts found in a variety of sources clearly indicate that such documents existed. Other evidence
demonstrates that these muster rolls, or parts of them, were used in the organization and prosecution of
campaigns. The fate of the provincial muster rolls is unclear. However the fact that none survive and
that the persons recorded on them were low-ranking suggests that the provincial lists were discarded.
There is no solid evidence of reviews or universal registers at the courts of Ivan III or Vasilii III such
as the later boyar books. Nonetheless, the very size of the court and the remains of various sorts of
court lists in the deployment books imply that large registers of some sort were maintained. The nature
of the lists which do survive suggests that they were used in the conduct of military and civil affairs at
court, and specifically in making appointments to command and ceremonial positions. Unlike in the
case of the provincial muster rolls, there exists hard evidence of the fate of the court registers, for they
are found in transmuted form in the deployment books.
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Two wider conclusions are suggested by this investigation. First, the central scriptorium was not the
limited, stagnant institution implied by the paucity of free-standing administrative sources. It was
rather an institution evolving to meet the needs of an expanding administrative burden. This was
clearly the case in the realm of central military administration. In the reconstructed military documents
can be seen, albeit dimly, the outline of an administrative system moving slowly from the seigniorial
to the chancellery system in the first half of the sixteenth century. The staff that kept the military
registers, while it seems to have had no separate institutional existence, must have been quite
sophisticated: it reviewed troops, recorded their disposition, distributed stipends, processed service
assignments, and maintained service histories. All of these tasks bespeak a departure from the rather
narrow range of activities probably characteristic of the seigniorial administration.

A second conclusion is this: the reforms of the 1550s and the founding of the first chancel-eries did
not represent a fundamental break with the past, as might be inferred from the absence of formal
chancellery-like institutions prior to the second half of the sixteenth century. Rather, traditional lines
of activity shared by personnel within the scriptorium were separated and distributed among newly
formed independent institutions. This can be seen from the fact that the set of tasks characteristic of
central military administration in the first half of the sixteenth century later became the core of activity
in the Military Service Chancellery.

HISTORICAL AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS IN THE VICINITY OF VIL.
PILYAVA OF THE KHMELNITSKY REGION (CONCERNING LOCALIZATION OF THE SPOT
OF THE PILYAVA BATTLE)

The paper in devoted to historical and archaeological investigations in the vicinity of vil. Pilyava (the
Khmelnitsky Region) on the spot where detachments guided by Bohdan Khmelnitsky fought Polish
military troops. Results of excavations made on remains of the castle of the 17th cent, where B.
Khmelnitsky stayed during the battle at Pilyava are discussed.

The topographic confinement of the supposed place of the battle to the locality which, in the author's
opinion, corresponds most of all to its historical descriptions has been made using historical findings,
evidences of witnesses of the battle and names of valleys and hills related to the Pilyava battle.
Excavations of the castle have revealed fragments of the wall of the inlet tower and remains of basic
walls which, most likely, supported the bridge across the ditch. Many findings of the 17th and 18th
cent, were excavated. A lot of pottery of the 13th—15th cent., as well as an arrow-head dated no later
than the first half of the 13th cent, were found in the cultural layer of the castle territory. These
findings confirm that settlement Golechinets (known from the sources) which was ruined by the Tatars
existed in that period in the territory of vil. Pilyava. Findings of the Scythian period, Tripolian culture
and late paleolithic epoch excavated in the territory of the castle prove that the settlement was
populated from the ancient time.

BULIDINGS OF SETTLEMENT GULSK AND THEIR SIGNIFICANCE FOR STUDYING A

The paper is devoted to the typological and functional ahalysis of archaeological objects studied in the
old Rus settlement near vil. Gulsk of the Zhitomir Region. Rather large excavated territory, the great
number of buildings and pits of various purposes which were examined, chronological terms of the
settlement existence and its location in the heart of the Right-Bank Polesie have permitted dwelling on
the common and particular features in development of southern Rus settlement structures.

Summary

The study and systematization of 300 archaeological finds of oriental ceramics from archaeological
excavations in Moscow have allowed to single out more that 50 various types and kinds of decorative
glazed and unglazed ceramics of the twelfth — the nineteenth centuries brought to Moscow from
Byzantium and the Black sea maritime region, the Golden Horde, Iran and Central Asia, Osman
Turkey, China. Fragments of Byzantine amphorae of the twelfth - the thirteenth centuries are the
earliest finds. Samples of Byzantinesque red-clay glazed ware (including "sgrafitto") of the thirteenth -
the fifteenth centuries is an indication of close trade and cultural links between Russia and the Crimea,
Constantinople, known from written sources. A lot of glazed Golden Horde ceramics produced in the
Volga region that date to the fourteenth century have been found. Glazed vessels from the Middle East
appear in Moscow in the thirteenth - the fourteenth centuries, Turkish ware appears in the sixteenth
century. Red-clay tobacco pipes came from various Black sea maritime region centers during the
eighteenth - the nineteenth centuries. Moscow occupies the first place among Rus cities as regards the
finds of Chinese ceramics (celadons, white and blue porcelain and polychromatic porcelain) brought
here in the thirteenth - the eighteenth centuries. Mercury vessels, a neck of a red-clay bottle with
underglaze red painting that imitates Chinese porcelain of the fourteenth - the fifteenth centuries with
copper-red painting and two finds of fragments of Ming porcelain with stamps of the emperor of
Ch'eng Hua which are the first finds of this sort in Rus are among the most interesting discoveries.
Oriental ceramics are concentrated on the territory of Moscow within the Kremlin and in ancient
towns closely surrounding it. In the fifteenth - the sixteenth centuries the amount of oriental ceramics
finds is reduced in number but the territory on which they are found becomes vaster.

CERAMICS ORIENTAL IN MEDIEVAL MOSCOW (Experience of Systematization)

PART I. FAIENCE AND SEMI-FAIENCE

Summary

The study and systematization of archaeological finds of oriental ceramics from archaeological
excavations in Moscow have shown that a major part of these imports accounts for kashi ceramics (i.e.
faience and semi-faience) brought to Moscow from the Golden Horde Volga basin region where in the
fourteenth century the production of such pottery based on the samples from the Middle East and Near
East was available. A Khorezm origin of such ceramics is very unlikely. Practically all varieties of
kashi ceramics manufactured in the Golden Horde have been found in Moscow: ceramics with
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polychromatic underglaze painting both with a relief modeling of the surface made by painting with
the help of liquid kashi and without it, as well as ceramics with monochromic underglaze and inglaze
painting ("Timuridskaya").

Glazed pottery from Iran appears in Moscow in the thirteenth- the fourteenth centuries, but the largest
volume of import falls on the sixteenth-the seventeenth centuries, one of the finds of the late Iranian
lustre ceramics comes from a closed complex dating to the end of the seventeenth-the beginning of the
eighteenth centuries, confirming the chronology of these ceramics established earlier with the help of
indirect data (A. Lane). Glazed ewers and plates with underglaze polychromatic painting from Turkey
were brought to Moscow in the sixteenth century.

Finds of oriental ceramics in Moscow is an indication of multilateral cultural, political and trade links
between Ancient Rus, the Moscow state and the Russian empire and the power of Chingizids, Iran and
Turkey over the thirteenth-the eighteenth centuries

ORIGIN AND CHRONOLOGY OF GLASSWARE OF MOSCOW IN THE 12th-14th CENTURIES
Summary

The identification of glassware origin is a necessary stage for the solution of various historical and
archaeological tasks, the issue of chronology being one of the most important. Using the methodology
offered by Y.L. Shchapova, the author identifies goods from Old Russian, Byzantine, Syrian, Venetian
and West European centers among glassware dating to the 12th-14th centuries and determines
possible limits within which they were used in Moscow of that time. Methods of statistics and a theory
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of normal distribution were applied to massive finds, i.e. bracelets. It allowed to develop a
chronological scale for some bore pits in the Moscow Kremlin which were synchronized based on the
glass bracelets finds. The chronological scale gave a possibility to specify or even reconsider some
decisions on the origin of some goods made previously. The spread of glass bracelets from the
Armory allowed to reduce the stratum that the authors of the excavations date to the first half of the
13th century. The type of these decorations category suggests that it is possible that there existed
several sources of supplying bracelets to Moscow, in addition to Kiev.

FOOTWEAR METALLIC TOP-PIECES OF THE FIFTEENTH - SEVENTEENTH CENTURIES
(based in the excavations materials in Moscow)

Summary

The article is devoted to footwear metallic top-pieces collected during archaeological excavations on
Arbat street, llyinka street, Varvarka street (Gostinnyi dvor), Manezhnaya square. The authors analyze
the material on the basis of two groups of traits comparing them with each other: the form of the plate
and a means of its attachment to the heel. It allows to single out some tendencies in the development
of each category. Cut-in metallic top-pieces were made of three variants of the plate: a high and
narrow plate, a high and wide plate, a low and wide plate. Composite and stack metallic top-pieces
have a low and wide plate the size of which decreases over time. In subsequent periods metallic top-
pieces that covered only the back part of the heel predominated. Therefore, we observe a process of
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metallic top-pieces unification that result in the predominance of one wide-spread variant.

MONUMENTAL PLASTIC ART IN ARCHITECTURE OF KIEV OF THE 12TH CENT.

The topography of findings permits monumental sculpture relics of ancient Kiev to be dated the late
10th and 11th cent. Reliefs with figured patterns of undetermined origin are attributed to that time as
well. The analysis of the stylistic properties of the Kiev plastic art works and specification of the
origin of some of them have permitted concluding that this type of carving was developed in
architecture of Kiev from the end of the llth till the first third of the 12th cent. Reliefs with carved
patterns decorated both fronts of buildings and their interiors. The subjects showing the Warrior Saints
killing dragons or depicting animals (lions, a gryphon, a sheep (?) were very popular. Developing in
terms of the western-European art, the Kiev plastic art in general was oriented to the Byzantine
specimens, but some artefacts, including the new finding of a carved column made of the sandstone,
show that there were Roman borrowings in the 12th and early 13th cent. It is still difficult to identify
relics of the Kiev ornamental carving of the 12th cent, among other findings, as their attribution
demands particular study.

WATER AND LAND TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS IN NORTHERN EUROPE: MEDIEVAL
MODEL

Summary

Using the results of the studies of natural, geographic and economic aspects of Fennoskandia as a
basis, the author offers a three-part scheme of northern transportation zones: a waterfront zone, a
coastal zone, and an inland zone, each of them having specific forms of economy and transportation
means, both water and land. Transit points (another new term introduced by K. Vesterdal) are linked
with passages from one zone to another and are most often stipulated by natural watersheds. Specific
complexes of archaeological finds that correspond to forms of economy which interrelate in these
points and are consistent with transport means of bordering zones are linked to the said transit points.
All above mentioned statements are confirmed by a huge ethnographic and archaeological material
collected by the author himself and other scholars.

SUMMARY

The author undertakes to present the problem of the ancient Ukrainian-Polish ethnolanguage border in
the Przemysl Gate region on the base of personal names using the oldest records from the 14th and the
15th century. The territory of the ancient Ruthenian Palatinate (Sanok, Przemysl, Halicz and Lvov
lands) which belonged to Poland, was under the rule of Duke of Russia during the period 981-1340.
At that time the population was baptised. Therefore the Christian names of population were mainly
Slavonic-(Greek)-Ukrainian. For that reason Ukrainian first names prevailed there, though in Sanok
and Przemysl lands there were considerable numbers of Latin-Polish ones. On the other hand, nick-
names (sobriquets) with Polish features were five times more numerous than the Ukrai-nian ones.

The analysis shows that there was no sharp ethno-language Polish-Ukrainian border; there was a wide
mixed (transitional) zone in the Sanok and Przemysl lands. Polish elements were remarkable in the
whole zone. They were especially strong within the western part of the territory. This situation
resulted not only from possible migrations after 1340; undoubtedly it is a result of previous, ancient
relations. The analysis of Wanda Szulowska's anthroponymic material for Lvov and Halicz lands
shows that there were fewer Polish elements there which may mean that there was a mixed Polish-
Ukrainian zone in Sanok and Przemysl lands only.

The present paper is based on the author's book on peasant anthroponymy in Sanok and Przemysl
lands in the 15th century (Imiennictwo ludno?ci wiejskiej...). Here the author adds new comments to
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the old ones and pays attention to various possibilities of interpretation of Christian names, nicknames
and word formation, taking into consideration the results of Szulowska's study on the anthroponymy
of Lvov and Halicz lands, which brings new important material to interpret the problems.
